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New look for double dose Pripsen

Pripsen, the only double-dose OTC threadworm treatment, with a formulation suitable for children as young as three months, now has an eye-catching new look. The colourful packs feature the Pripsen family, which acts as a visual reminder of the need to treat the whole family for threadworm. Around 50% of children get threadworm [1] and there is a 75% likelihood of infecting other family members [2] It is therefore essential to treat the whole family at the same time if a child is discovered to have an infection.

The unique double dose format of Pripsen ensures elimination of those worms which were unhatched at the first treatment – essential to help prevent reinfection occurring. Pipsen chewable tablets contain mebendazole and Pripsen sachets contain piperazine – both piperazine and mebendazole have efficacy rates of 90% against threadworm [3]. Pripsen sachets can be mixed with water or milk and are suitable for children from three months. The orange flavoured chewable tablets are recommended for children over two years.
